The Church Moving Forward:

Attitudes to Adopt

THE FACT IS THAT WE WILL MOVE INTO THE FUTURE
regardless of how we prepare for it. The question is
actually one of what we will be able to do with the
future when it arrives. There is one more essential
ingredient in Moving the Church Forward — ATTITUDE!
Someone once wrote this verse asking, “Who am |
describing?”

Its roots are inward but its fruit is outward. It is our best
friend or our worst enemy. It is more honest and more
consistent than our words. It is an outward look based
on past experiences. It is a thing which draws people to
us or repels them. It is never content until it is
expressed. It is the librarian of our past; it is the speaker
of our present; it is the prophet of our future. What is it?
It’s our attitude!

WHAT IS AN ATTITUDE AND WHY IS IT SO IMPORTANT?
Attitude Defined - A person’s prevailing tendency to
respond favorable or unfavorable to an object, a person,
a group, or an event. Normally, we speak either of
positive or negative attitudes. Practically, it is how we
think or feel about things. Attitudes are formed by what
we believe to be true about things. Attitudes are
expressed in several ways; In our facial expressions; In
our tone of voice / inflection; In our behavior or lack of
it; In the way we perform a task; In the energy we put
into whatever we are doing ; In the interest we have in a
person, thing or activity. Ask yourself, “How am |
expressing Christianity?” The power of attitude is seen in
the fact that since it reflects what we believe, it reflects
what we are, what we will do, what we will sacrifice,
how hard we will work, and how much of ourselves we
will give to anything.

WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT ATTITUDES? Here
are a few examples: Nehemiah 4:6 ... attitude of work
Psalm 119:97-104... {attitude towards the Word of God}
Philippians 2:5-8 ... attitude of sacrifice

Romans 8:28 ... attitude about life.
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It is obvious that God’s word recognizes the importance
of attitude, and either commends or condemns people
for the product of attitude in their lives.

ATTITUDES FOR THE FUTURE OF THE LORD’S CHURCH
A positive attitude toward God; Mark 12:30.

It will make a difference in how interested you are in
God, and doing what He commands. It will shape your
willingness to seek for spiritual growth. It will
determine the moral climate you decide to live in. A
positive attitude toward the church;2 Corinthians 11:28.
{We need to promote, talk up, let people know about
our church}. This involves several different things:
loving the people in the church, 1 John 3:16-18, actively
supporting the work of the church and your level of
involvement with the church, Matthew 6:33. And
equally important, a positive attitude toward the
assemblies of the church, Hebrews 10:25.

This is the difference between leading others to Christ
{church} or being led away from Christ {church}).

An
Intergenerational
Ministry

On Saturday, September 18, the first dialogue of
Seasons of Time served as a prelude to Women’s Day. The
program began with prayer, scripture and song followed
by a luncheon of homemade soups, salads and desserts.
The dialogue after lunch began with the sisters
establishing ground rules of confidentiality, openness,
non-judgment and acceptance.

There are four seasons or generations of life based on our
ages, Spring (ages 13-24), Summer (ages 25-39), Fall
(ages 40-59) and Winter ( 60+).

Regardless of what season we all have storms, as we
experience change, grief and loss. As women we have
concerns about communication, appearance and our
health. We recognize we must speak the truth in love as
we seek and share guidance and information.

Every quarter during the year we will gather as four
generations of Christian women who will benefit from
loving communication and testimony as we move through
the seasons of our lives. As we care for our young and
elders, withstand spiritual warfare, we desire to remain
young at heart and mind even as we spiritually and
physically mature. This ministry seeks to be a safe place
of healing, communication and acceptance. In this way we
can be a greater example for our youth and to be gracious
to each other regardless of the season or circumstance.

Budgeting Tools -- There are many budgeting tools (both online and desktop) that offer up the service for free.

Pets -- There are likely many pets down at your local animal shelter that could use just as much love as the pure-bred types. There
may be a small fee due to the shelter for shots and basic care, but you'll have your pet home without paying a mini-fortune.
Shipping -- Take your skills to the next level and look for coupons or promotion codes that offer free shipping. If in doubt, visit a
site like www.freeshipping.org.

Checking Account -- Checking should be free. If yours isn't free then move to one of the many banks that offers a checking account
for free. And the same can be said for ATM fees, teller fees, and checks.

DVD Rentals -- Most libraries now have free DVD rental.

Exercise -- Visit your local park for a walk or run. Do basic push-up and sit-up programs in your living room. Rent a workout DVD
from the library. There are many free workout programs you can download online as well.
